The Hornsby Shire is famous for its scenery and to 
enjoy it, all you need are two feet and the will to 
explore the glorious tracks of the Hawkesbury and 
national parks. 
RIVER AND FORESHORE BOARDWALK
This is a short walk within Brooklyn Park. It is a 
flat terrain and there are observation platforms 
with interpretive signs to read along the way. 
Picnic tables and electric BBQs are available. The 
walk takes approximately 15 minutes.
BROOKLYN VILLAGE WALKS
Walk 1: Follow Bridge Street and turn left at 
George Street then continue towards the water 
and boat ramp at Parsley Bay. Turn left and follow 
the pathway around the waterfront to McKell Park 
and the Marina.
Walk 2: Follow Bridge Street and turn left at 
George Street, left at William Street, then right 
into Karoola Street which will come into the 
upper level of McKell Park. There you will find 
picnic areas, toilets and great views (especially 
at sunrise, sunset and moonrise!) From the rock 
lookout at the end of the park, follow the steps 
that lead down to the waterfront pathway back to 
the Marina and railway station.
DEADHORSE BAY
This is a short scenic walk with steep ascent 
and descent. Start on right side of Parsley 
Bay, just past the impressive rock formation. A 
narrow unmarked track begins at a small grove 
of casuarinas, a short distance around the rocks. 
There is a steep and short ascent followed 
by easy walking and picturesque river views. 
Magnificent rocks and stunning grass trees can be 
seen. There is a short steep descent to a secluded 
sandy beach.
DANGAR ISLAND WALK
Catch the Ferry to Dangar Island. Choice of walks 
– the longest is about an hour. Easy terrain and 
no traffic! Explore Aboriginal sites at Deerubbin 
Park, imagine the history or just relax and listen to 
the birds. Refreshments can be had at the General 
Store near the wharf. Detailed map available at 
the Hawkesbury Visitor Centre at 5 Bridge Street 
Brooklyn.

The Great North Walk is an amazing track 
which joins Sydney and Newcastle. You can join it 
at numerous locations along the way.  
Here are some suggestions.
Brooklyn to Cowan – 11km (4 hours)
This is a moderate walk, though there are some 
difficult parts. The trail begins by following Bridge 
Street, turn left at George Street, right at William 
Street. Then at the top of William Street on your 
right there is a sign post to mark the beginning of 
the trail. There are some good views, wildflowers, 
birds and wildlife and interesting rock formations 
to spot along the way. Return to Brooklyn by train. 
The walk can be done in reverse, from Cowan to 
Brooklyn.
Brooklyn to Cowan (shorter version) – 2km
Begin as above and walk as far as the ex-railway 
reservoir. Lovely picnic area, though with no 
facilities.
Cowan to Jerusalem Bay – 2 kms (4kms 
round trip) Drive or take the train to Cowan. From 
the station walk to east side (bush) and a short 
distance north to track entrance. About 2kms of 
medium to easy conditions. Luxuriant bush and 
pleasant open picnic area overlooking the bay.  
Walk back to Cowan.
Cowan to Berowra Waters – 8kms (3 hours)
Moderate, some hard sections of track. Excellent 
walk for the fit and reasonably agile. The walk 
is abundant with wildflowers from July until 
October. Excellent fish and chips at Berowra 
Waters!  
No public transport available.
Berowra Waters to Berowra Station – 5kms 
(2 hours)  Moderate walk. Continue previous 
walk or do this as a separate walk starting at 
Berowra Station. At Berowra Waters, the walk 
begins on the Berowra side of the Ferry, near the 
entrance to the Berowra Waters Garden House 
restaurant. Look for sign post and map. Track is 
well sign posted. Very scenic and ends with a 
short street walk to the rail station. This walk is a 
very pleasant day walk if commenced and finished 
at Berowra Station.
