This highly controversial DA, which united nearly all river residents against it, had been around in the system 
for nearly four years. The final decision came back very much in favour of the residents’ wishes and it is 
now hoped this will finally mean that Calabash Bay, on Berowra Creek, an area steeped in so much diverse 
natural beauty and heritage, will remain in its current natural state.

40 YEARS IS A LONG TIME TO SERVE IN ANY OCCUPATION AND 
MIKE SOUTHAM HAS BEEN REGARDED AS A FRIEND TO MANY 
FAMILIES THROUGH HIS DEVOTED SERVICE AS THE BEROWRA 
LIBRARIAN.
When Mike first started at the newly opened Berowra Library in October 
1980 there was only one computer, which was not accessible to the public 
and could only return 12 books at a time. It had no record of the books in 
other libraries. 
Advances in technology has seen Mike's job change drastically but 
his dedication has never wavered.  
Mike says, “I found when I got the job at the library that this is what I’ve 
always wanted to do. This was my natural spot."  
In the early years at the library, there was a lot more work with school 
children. Now schools have more comprehensive libraries and information 
is available online.   
There was once a widespread belief that the internet would make libraries 
redundant. That certainly hasn’t happened, but their role has changed. 
“Berowra Library has become a bit of a meeting place, providing a place 
for book clubs, knitting groups and the like,” Mike says.  
“And many people still prefer to read print," said Mike. "There are also 
a lot of our older customers who don’t have computers and the libraries 
are where they go to learn how to use a computer and set up an email 
accounts.”  
What did Mike love most about his job?   
“I would never know what somebody was going to ask me," said Mike.  "I 
would have to be ready for anything and in the pre-computer days a lot of 
it had to come out of your head."  
Mike plans a quiet retirement, with plenty of golf, gardening and travel. 
His first grandchild is due in January 2021, which he’s very much looking 
forward to. He’ll still be visiting the libraries, though, and says he will miss 
the customers most of all – many of whom he has watched grow up.   
“Once a woman who’d I’d helped as a young girl told me that in a very 
changing world it’s nice to have some continuity – which is a very nice way

We three became actively 
involved after our initial visit in 
2012, especially Richard and Dia 
who visited them each year until 
Covid-19 stopped their travel.
Currently the Orphanage houses 
110 children who not only receive 
an education, but are also taught 
Christian ethics, learning to value 
what they have today by working 
together in harmony and thus 
creating a home filled with LOVE 
and HOPE for the future.
The children welcome abandoned 

newborn babies and others 
brought in from domestic 

violence situations by the police 
into a happy environment.

To all the wonderful people who 
purchased plants in the past, you 
have given HOPE for a child’s 
dream to be fulfilled. Through your 
generosity the then 14 year old 
Nona Ina, who suffered severe 

rickets, underwent her first surgery 
in February 2018 to prevent her 
from becoming a cripple.
Thanks to you and a major 
benefactor, Nona had her second 
surgery in early July 2020 and can 
now face a future life as a happy 
and healthy young woman. 
Now 8 years older and aged 91, 
growing plants for me is still a joy, 
but aches and pains in these aging 
joints makes gardening difficult.

THE CRIME PREVENTION 
FORUM LOWDOWN
“BEROWRA: Beautiful, leafy place to live with low crime rate”
Statistics indicate that Berowra is still ‘a 
beautiful place to live with a relatively 
low crime rate’.
However local residents representing 
Berowra Public School, Brooklyn 
Residents’ Association and local 
shopping centre Berowra Marketplace 
beg to differ.
It appears that much of the graffiti, 
vandalism, break and enters and 
antisocial behaviour is not being 
adequately reported, therefore not 
appearing on Police statistics. 
The resurgence of Neighbourhood 
Watch is aiming to resolve this and make 
our leafy suburb as crime free as possible.
The Berowra Crime Prevention Forum 
held at Berowra Community Centre in October was attended by around 30 

residents with others taking advantage via the live streaming of the event, 
courtesy of the Berowra Lions Club. 
Addressing the forum, Senior Constable Joanne Dodsworth revealed 
that recent crime statistics showed that Berowra was not experiencing any 
concerning increases in any form of criminal activity, in fact Berowra was 
below other comparable local areas in the Ku-ring-gai PAC in most categories.
One of the main objectives of the forum was to reinject interest in the 
Berowra Neighbourhood Watch. The importance of reporting crime was 
emphasised so that incidents can be recorded.

HORNSBY COUNCIL TO 
PHASE OUT SINGLE-USE 
PLASTICS BY 2022

“Single-use plastics make up a large proportion of litter in NSW 
and they cause enormous damage to the environment” 

Hornsby Shire Mayor Philip Ruddock 
Hornsby Shire Council has adopted a policy on single-use plastics, aiming 
to phase them out of Council operations and large community-run events 
by 2022.  
Single-use plastic items include 
plastic water bottles, drinking straws, 
bags, coffee cups with plastic lining, 
food containers, eating utensils and 
balloons.  
Council has developed a waste 
management guide for events, giving 
detailed guidelines on alternatives to 
single-use plastics. 

These include suggestions to use 
paper straws, wooden stirrers and

Council could be building playgrounds where parents and grandparents 
could play alongside their kids, as well as playgrounds with water play, 
learn-to-ride tracks, games and puzzles and more nature play.

The draft Play Plan recommends lots of improvements including upgrading 
Crosslands Reserve playground; including water-play elements at 
the Warrina Street, Berowra playground and identifying a playground 
in Berowra for more teen-focussed play like group swings and hang out 
spaces.
I’ll be doing everything I can to put play at the top of Council’s agenda.
