A stroll along the Brooklyn Park Mangrove 
Boardwalk might be just the 'out' you need!  
Access is suitable for most and the river views as 
you look out across 'the gut' to Long Island are 
second to none!
Brooklyn Park is on Brooklyn Road, just up from 
the marina. It sits on the Hawkesbury River coast 
in an area that is fringed with mangrove marshes. 
A boardwalk, suitable for prams and wheelchairs, 
has been constructed from the park out over the 
marsh for visitors to enjoy. 
The boardwalk begins in the park, just near the 
war memorial, where you will find three brass 
plaques mounted on concrete plinths, in front 
of a commemorative plaque mounted on a large 
sandstone boulder and a flag pole. 
At low tide the mud flats come alive with tiny crabs 
which scurry in and out of holes in search of food. 
As hightide approaches the crabs scuttle back into 
their holes to escape being eaten by fish and birds 
which live in the mangroves. Further along the 
many oyster leases, that are prevalent in the area, 
can be seen from the lookout platform. 
The walk finishes in the area around the parks 
bushy barbecue facilities and picnic areas. You 
can bring a picnic lunch with you or stop on your 
way at Brooklyn village and grab your supplies 
from there.
Young children can bring a ball to kick on the 
large grassed area and there is a skateboard ramp 
next to the oval for the older kids to burn off some 
energy after lunch. 
The best access to the area is by car or train. 
Brooklyn Park is approximately 20 minutes walk 
from Hawkesbury River train station. 
You could even make a great weekend escape out 
of it by hiring a houseboat from the marina and 
spending a few peaceful days on the river.

Government Grants And Concessions 
ARE YOU ELIGIBLE?

As we all know, property prices locally have dramatically increased over 
the last five years and the government is constantly being pushed to 
provide assistance to first home buyers to help them get into the property 
market. 
Combined with stimulus measures introduced due to the pandemic, 

there are many different opportunities for buyers to secure a

Ryan Kim is a young boy who 
wants to go places.
The problem is, he was unable to. That is, until recently. 
Ryan, who has featured recently in The Bush Tele, suffers 
from Duchenne Muscular Dystrophy, a progressive life 
limiting disease which leads to progressive difficulty with 
walking and general mobility. Ryan was diagnosed at four 
and is now ten years of age, and is now fully reliant on his 
wheelchair.
While he enjoys the freedom of movement while at school, 
the problem was that Ryan is forced to leave his electric 
wheelchair at school as it would not fit into his family’s car. 
Touched by Ryan’s personality and story, the local community 
came together to create ‘Wheels for Ryan’, aimed solely 
at purchasing a suitable vehicle for the family – a family of 
six. At a cost of almost $75,900, community assistance and 
concerned parents and friends raised an incredible $55,000.
Needing the additional $21,000 to make the “Wheels for 
Ryan” project a reality, the Lions Club of Hornsby was 
contacted to see if they could assist. This soon became a 
Lions Zone Project, where a group of clubs from the local 
area come together and pool their resources to support a particular cause. With support from the Australian Lions 
Foundation, who provided $15,000 towards the project, as well as Lions clubs from within and outside the local 
zone – the Lions Clubs of Hornsby, Berowra, Ku-Ring-Gai, Parramatta and Blacktown Ponds - the final amount of 
$21,000 was raised and donated to the cause.
On Sunday 13 December 2020, with assistance from Mercedes of Castle Hill, Ryan and his family were presented 
with a brand new Mercedes family van, complete with rear chairlift. The vehicle will now make life so much easier 
for the whole family and Ryan can now go places and has the freedom that he so dearly wanted and needed.

Statistics indicate that more than 1 in 5 
primary school students may have 
head lice.
Head lice are small wingless insects. They live on 
the human scalp and feed on blood. Lice move 
easily from head to head. Sharing combs, hair ties 
and hats also can result in lice spreading.
Female lice lay their eggs (known as nits) close 
to the scalp, where they remain firmly stuck to the 
base of the hair shaft until they hatch a week or so 
later. Headlice can cause severe itching and this 
can lead to scratching and skin infections.
Fortunately there are simple, safe and effective 
strategies to eliminate and prevent headlice. Various shampoos, lotions, 
sprays and conditioners are available. Some contain insecticides and 
others are essential oils based. It is important to use any treatment correctly 
according to their instructions.  A fine-tooth comb to help facilitate the 
removal of the sticky nits is also essential.
